Method 2: Snail Mail. 
Post a completed membership renewal form with cheques/money orders (no cash in the mail),  
made out to NRCMCC Membership  
Method 3*: In person at a monthly meeting - the club’s least preferred option 
Complete a membership renewal form beforehand and hand it to the Membership Officer at the 
next available club meeting.  Then pay the Treasurer your fees - cash, cheques or MOs. 
*Please Note that Covid 19 restrictions may still be with us in 2022 and there may not be any  
meetings held before 31st March 2022. Therefore your ability to pay and submit your form by  
Method 3 may not be an option.
